 1. SCRATCHING: A 100% refund of the nomination fee will be given, if the competitor withdraws more than 7
days prior to 8:00am, on the first morning of the program. If a competitor withdraws less than 168 hours (7 days)
prior to 8:00am, on the first morning of the program, then the entire nomination fee may be retained by the
committee. If the committee deems that extenuating circumstances apply, then a refund may be granted. Each
case will be at the discretion of the committee. 

2. HELMETS: Riders under the age of 18 MUST wear helmets whilst mounted on a horse at all ACA affiliated
events. Helmets must comply with current Australian and New Zealand safety standards and MUST be securely
fastened under the chin at all times. 

 3. Program is ACA affiliated & run in accordance with their General Information, Rules & Recommendations. All
ages are permitted to compete in open age drafts unless otherwise specified on the program. Any competitor
who wishes to lodge a complaint at an affiliated campdraft must lodge the complaint in writing with the
secretary of the host committee within one hour of the incident taking place. ACA requires all Competitors to
ensure all details mirror that of their ACA member and horse profiles, across all non Campdraft One nomination
platforms. The Committee will accept Casual Memberships.

 4. All changes MUST be done before an event starts.

 5. Horse Health Declarations must accompany horses when travelling. Declaration must be completed and
presented to the Secretaries office upon arrival.

 6. The status of a horse winning a campdraft will be determined by the highest class of horse that competes with
the exception of Juniors, Juveniles, Ladies, Mens, Old Buffers, Associates and Encouragement campdrafts. The
winner attains the status of the highest class of horse participating. 

 7. Juandah Plains does allow dogs, dogs must always be kept on a lead and in the care of a responsible person at
all times. Please clean up after your dog & dispose of waste. NO DOGS ALLOWED ON ARENAS. A warning will be
issued for first offence: second offence owners will be required to remove their dog from the venue.

 8. MEDICAL SERVICES are provided by HEST PARAMEDICAL

 9.  The Committee reserves the right to alter or delete any part of the program and refuse any nomination.
Restrictions to entries may change if excess nominations are received.
