1.	 SCRATCHING: 100% refund of the nomination fee will be given, if the competitor withdraws 

more than 7 days prior to 6:00am, on the first morning of the program. If a competitor 
withdraws less than 7 days prior to 6:00am, on the first morning of the program, then the 
entire nomination fee may be retained by the committee. If the committee deems that 
extenuating circumstances apply, then a refund may be granted less a $15 stock levy per 
run. Each case will be at the discretion of the committee.

2.	 HELMETS: Riders under the age of 18 MUST wear helmets whilst mounted on a horse at all 
ACA affiliated events. Helmets must comply with current Australian and New Zealand safety 
standards and MUST be securely fastened under the chin at all times. 

3.	 Program is ACA affiliated & run in accordance with the ‘General Information Competition 
Rules & Guidelines.

4.	 All competitors MUST be ACA members. ACA Event Membership is available by contacting 
the ACA Office. Competitors ride at their own risk and to ACA Rules.

5.	 All changes MUST be done before an event starts
6.	 Horse Health Declarations must accompany horses when travelling. Declaration must be 

completed and presented to the Secretaries office upon arrival
7.	 ACA requires all Competitors to ensure all details mirror that of their ACA member and 

horse profiles, across all non Campdraft One nomination platforms.
8.	 All stallions are to be contained in accordance to Rule 11.12 of the ACA Rules. Under NO 

circumstances are members under the age of 17yrs permitted to ride/handle stallions within 
the perimeter of the grounds.

9.	 There will be two judges for the open aged events.
10.	MEDICAL SERVICES are provided by MARLBOROUGH QAS
11. The committee reserves the right to change the program & order of events at any time.
12. PRIZEMONEY: As per attached breakdown, included on this program, and is subject to
